• McGregor Land & Livestock Company, Hooper

WA: still going strong!

• 1948: Soil test lab set up and ran by agronomist
Harley Jacquot in the basement of the Hooper
General Store. Field trials attracted wide
attention as Jacquot logged data showing wheat
yields were doubled when treated with nitrogen.

Sold bagged fertilizer to 
neighboring farms... 
• Jacquot proved that fertilizer substantially

improved dryland crop yields. Moisture was not
the most limiting factor for yield potential in low
rainfall areas of Eastern Washington.

• Fertilizer use increased sixfold in the next 16
years making the Inland NW the nation’s top
producer of soft white wheat.

Built loads of field equipment...
• 1952: designed and tested applicators and

sprayers to meet the needs of the extensive
wheat farms of the Inland Northwest.

• The McGregor Company was created in
1956, separating the crop input & equipment
manufacturing business from the ranch
operations.

A need for local research & 
strong agronomic advice...
• 1982: established our own research program

with a focus on soil nutrition, filling a gap left by
severe funding cuts in university research dollars.

• 1992: significant participation with
American Society of Agronomy, to establish
professionalism standards for the newly created
Certified Crop Adviser Program.
